Council member Beck moved to approved the minutes of 5/14/14.  Council member Sitko seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.  
REPORTS:  Mayor:  Claire Hatfield

The no trespassing signs put on City property by council member Lindsay recently gave attention to the neighbor whose property is next to the City.  Mayor Hatfield said the owner asked her about the signs and also said he wasn’t aware that the City was having vandalism issues.  He said he would keep an eye out and chase kids away and let the City know if he sees anything specific.

Mayor Hatfield said that Steve Hatfield is no longer here to be the Hazard Mitigation Assessor for the City.  Chief Sims has offered to fill in.  She said she has spoken to council member Sitko who said he would meet with Chief Sims to see what kind of assistance he could give.  Chief Sims said it would be best to formally make the change, so council member Lindsay moved to appoint Chief Sims to replace S. Hatfield and include council member Sitko in assisting as needed. Miller reported that there is nothing out of the ordinary this month. B. Ray said he will meet with a contact from Knife River regarding to discuss options as far as sealants on our pavements and the City parking lot.   He will do comparisons and include Western States and Quality Maintenance (recommended by C. Espe.)

KIERA BECK:  PANHANLE AREA COUNCIL - RC&R LIAISON


Council member Beck said she attended the PAC/RC&D meeting and said issues had not been resolved since the Executive Director of PAC had resigned and financial records and files were not available.  Another meeting has not been set.  She will get the paperwork to the City Clerk for files.

ROD LINDSAY, CITY HALL BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS

Purchase of a weed wacker and lawn mower was discussed.  Lowe’s has a mower with a bag for $l99.  A trimmer price range is about $100 to $120.   B. Ray moved to approve $200 for the purchase of a lawn mower.  Council member Beck seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

Regarding a water meter key, Chief Sims is on the Water Board and said the Water Board Policy is that customers do NOT manipulate the value on water meters.  If they break, it is the customer liability.  Sims said he would look at the situation after the meeting.

Lindsay thanked whoever mowed the top part of the property.
CINDY ESPE, Code Administration/Enforcement & Hauser Rinse Station 
.
Espe distributed her monthly report to council and clerk.  She reviewed updates on some of the projects on that list.

.
Hauser Rinse Station Fund and balance were discussed.  The City Clerk will fax all the invoices she has in file for the Rinse Station to date.  Treasurer Miller looked up the balance for the account and said it is $1,749.68.
.
Sheltered Pines II is working on their infrastructure now and there will be 13 homes in the development, which is right off of Burdette Road.  Council member Lindsay voiced traffic concerns.  Espe said that PF Hwy. District and the Hauser Fire District has signed off on the proposal as it is now.  Council member B. Ray asked if dry wells were in the plans for the swale(s).  Discussion followed.
.
Espe said she has contacted Curley’s to see if they are doing the “Ride for Life” this year, and they will be.

There will be two public hearings in June, one for Mason for final plat, and one for Embers Class II permit continuation to complete deliberation.

.
A sign code violation letter has been sent to Dinki Di’s.
.
Council member Beck asked if Lakeview Mobile Home Park has been sold.  Espe replied that there has been interest but nothing is concrete at this time.
.
The County has tentatively set up a workshop with their Planning and Zoning on the ACI Agreement prior to the public hearing so some of the zoning can be changed prior to implementation.   Hauser has had some applications wanting to be handled but  she has tried to dissuade them from applying since there is an upcoming decision on the ACI.  Legally, she cannot refuse an application and described one case in the works.   Espe described the normal process as it stands with the County and with the City of Hauser.   Attorney Appleton also added input on the situation.

There is still a minor leak, which will be reinspected.  Pumps have been upsized.  There is discussion with Scott Taylor who owns the 45 acres to possibly subdivide.  There will be upgrades to the booster over Woodlake, and possibly add back up generators in case of power outage.
