Gun Club developments:  The case has not been dismissed.  Evidently the gun club attorney has not completed paperwork.   A notice for trial sent out by the Judge was sent out and is scheduled for 11/10/14.  The Gun Club wants declaration by the Judge that the city cannot issue Class I permits, and on Class II permits, Hauser can only make recommendations.  The petition for rehearing by the Gun Club is on hold.   The attorney fees are still tied up in the appeals case.

Mason Final Plat:  The Hauser Joint Planning Commission has reviewed all paperwork and said all conditions of approval have been met, and all agenda letters have been received.  The Mason’s were present to get final approval from the City.   If approved this will go to the County tomorrow for their approvals.  (This is in the area of City impact so the Joint P&Z Commission was involved.)  This property is off of Advent Lane near Hauser Heights.  Questions and discussion followed.  Council member Beck moved to approve the final Plat for the Masons.  Council member B. Ray seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.
.
Sheltered Pines II (within City limits):  Property is off of Burdette Road and within Hauser city limits.  The preliminary and final plat has been approved.  The final issue being brought to the Council is the question of donating land to the City for a park and trail or donating funds.  The City has parks and trails now but has no one to manage and maintain them.  Planning and Zoning Commission suggested funds rather than property.  Questions were voiced and much discussion followed including how Hauser accounting would categorize this if money is donated.  Council member B. Ray asked who would be responsible for the swale should there be a torrential rain.  Will it be directed to the City?  Espe responded that the park and swale are the responsibility of the homeowners.   Council member Sitko moved to approve the Sheltered Pines subdivision of 16 lots Final Plat and funds instead of land for parks/trails.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  More explanations followed.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye, Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

Council member Lindsay asked Espe about the “concert” proposed at Dinki Di’s.  Lindsay voiced concerns about the noise factor.  Espe explained that the whole resort was rented by a group who used to go to Gatsby’s Tavern year ago and this will be as reunion of sorts of about 150 people.  Espe said that people attending must adhere to parking regulations and cars will be towed if parked illegally.  The bands are to stay inside the building to contain noise.  Since there are less than 200 expected to attend, a Hauser permit was not issued.  
CITY CLERK:  Donna Ray

D. Ray said she just learned that audits are to go to the State of Idaho.  She sent the last two audits with a 

letter asking if they need any past years.
.
D. Ray said she found Resolution 2011-02 listing Frontier as a Standard Payment, so she will be revising 

that Resolution and present it to Council on September 10, 2014.  Discussion followed.
.
D. Ray had a question about Resolution 2008-05, authorizing the General Fund to borrow from the Street 
Fund and to pay interest.  Wasn’t that discouraged during the audit process last year, and shouldn’t there then be 
another Resolution to correct it?  Discussion followed.  The Clerk will ask the auditors.
.
ICCTFO Conference:  The Clerk heard from the Scholarship Fund Chair that the scholarships this year 
would be going to the newer clerks who would have priority.  So, funds will not be available to me.   Discussion 
followed on where the funds would come from.  
.
Mayor Hatfield asked the Clerk about the “condition of our website.”  D. Ray responded that she has been in 

contact with the webmaster and he has been updating and changing items and requested.  B. Ray will do an 

update on the Council Column on Streets and Roads.
.
D. Ray said there is shopping she does at Costco for the City.  Some time ago Costco wouldn’t acknowledge 

tax exempt status since there prices were already low, but now they do.   So, D. Ray asked to open a tax exempt 

account at Costco.  Office supplies and equipment, and janitorial supplies, etc. are available at Costco.  Council 

member B. Ray moved to open a tax exempt account at Costco.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  
Motion carried.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING:  2014-2015 Budget

The public hearing was called to order at 7:30 p.m.  Discussion followed on the receipt of $17,500 from Sheltered Pines rather than land for parks/trails.  Treasurer Miller said it should be part of the Capital Improvement Fund since it isn’t part of your operating budget.  Much discussion followed.  If you go over the budget, you must have a public hearing.  Miller said he would put in a “’Reserves” line.  Council member Lindsay moved to put $17,500 in the new income Reserve Fund line, Sheltered Pines II in the 2014-2015 Budget.  And for expense, put in Public Improvement line.  Council member Beck seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.  
Miller said this will change the General Fund Budget amount from $91,000 to $108,500, and likewise with Revenues.  It would make the combined budget for General and Street at $141,200.  K. Beck moved to approve the 2014-2015 Budget with the modification as discussed.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

Mayor Hatfield asked if there were any questions from Council or the public on the 2014-2015 proposed Budget.    There were none.  Mayor Hatfield closed the Public Hearing at 7:50 p.m.  

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Wesley Michael, 12104 N. Wildwood Point - Mr. Michael voiced concerns about chuck holes, brush on both sides, and voids on Wildwood Road and Woodland Beach Road.  “It is exponentially going to Pot!”  It needs to be chip sealed and needs maintenance!  In 1995 a substandard layer 1-1/4” was put on (it should have been 2”.)  B. Ray made note and will report back through the City Clerk to W. Michael whose phone number is 773-5584.  The winter weather will add to the issues.
