Councilmember Kiera Beck moved to approve the minutes as written. Council 

Member Sitko seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.

PRESENTATION:
  Kelly Brownsberger, Road Supervisor, Post Falls Highway District
Mr. Brownsberger presented information regarding the upcoming Cliff House Road Bridge Project.  

Highlights follow:

.
Brownsberger showed photos of the current culvert, which will be removed, and construction will begin 9/15/14.   Construction is expected to take two weeks ending 9/30/14.  

.
The Cliff House bridge was replaced in 1982 and needs replacement according to the State guidelines.

.
The Bridge abutments and wing walls are still in place.

. 
The bridge structure will be replaced with opened bottom arch pipe, which has galvanized steel headwalls on both ends. 

.
The pipe itself is 43.5 feet long and will pick up about six feet of road width as they will be using the full length of the pipe for the road and shoulders.  
.
The guardrail will be reinstalled.
.
The bottom of the current pipe is failing due to rust/age.

.
A contractor will install the culvert.  Hopefully, if rain holds, the project will be complete by 9/30/14.


.
Geo textile is under the pipe covered by rock.

.
Water lines have been moved; Avista moved their lines last year.

.
Everyone will be rerouted during this time including the Sheriff and School District, and there will be no one lane options.  Fire Departments are also aware – plans are in place according to Chief L. Sims.

PRESENTATION:   Larry Sims, Chief, Hauser Fire District
Chief Sims reported on the Countywide All Hazard Mitigation Plan update.  The City of Hauser has asked Chief Sims to be their representative on the project.  He moderated a short slide presentation.  Highlights follow:

.
The kick off meeting was August 22, 2014 and the there are eight people on the Planning Team.  
.
What is the Mitigation Plan?  Prevention, Preparedness, Response, Recovery, and Mitigation.   It is to reduce long-term risk to life and property, and is a Federal legislated program that establishes pre-disaster and new requirements for post disaster. 

.
Initially, Kootenai County set up the plan and it was updated in 2009 and expires in 5/2015.  It is updated every five years.

.
The benefits:  It establishes and maintains your eligibility for grants should the City decide to apply for grants in the future.  
.
Preparedness:  It is pro-active instead of reactive.  

.
It requires commitment and support both from the political entity (City of Hauser) and those elected.

.
 FEMA has established requirements for updates.  Public must be reengaged.  You must review and revise risk assessments.

.
The benefit of multi-jurisdiction pools resources.  It also creates consistency in the area.  
.
There are seven phases to come to a Plan adoption and can take up to nine months.

.
Once submitted, it can take 3-6 months for approval by Home Land Security and FEMA.

Larry Sims is the point of contact – the City of Hauser makes the decisions.


Sims attends all mandatory meetings or events.



Support the Steering Committee – City Council members can also attend.

How much effort?


If we are not on the Steering Committee we’re figuring it will take 24 to 36 hours per partner – Chief Sims is doing to entities, the Hauser Fire District and the City of Hauser so time is doubled.

Participate in the public outreach strategies (may have a meeting at City Hall.)

Mediation occurred on August 13, 2014 with the Hauser Gun Club and the City of Hauser.  At the end of the meeting, it was agreed that the case would be dismissed.  The unresolved case is the administrative appeal that went to Judge Simpson.  Judge Simpson remanded that matter back to the Joint Board for some type of decision regarding attorney fees.  The Board has not made any decision so far.  Discussion ensued on paragraph five, last sentence, “The parties agree that attorneys fees related to that case shall be determined on a remand and according to the standards set forth in the Statute not withstanding any language to the contrary contained in the District Count’s remand decision.”  Discussion followed.  Council member K. Beck moved to approve the settlement agreement.  Council member Sitko seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, nay; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.

Woodland Beach Drive:  B. Ray contacted Kelly Brownsberger of the Post Falls Highway District for repairs on Woodland Beach Drive.  They went the next day to repair potholes.  They were also asked for an estimate to repair and chip seal Woodland Beach next year.  That estimate was a total of $10,526, which would include repairs, overlay patchwork, chip and fog sealing on Wildwood and Woodland Beach Drive.  It would be scheduled next year and R. Ray asked that a payable be done this year for next year’s work.  B. Ray moved to set aside $10,526 for the expense of Woodland Beach Drive to Cliff House Road and Edgewood repairs, chip and fog sealing.  Council member K. Beck seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.  Treasurer Miller asked for a copy of the quote for entry backup.
