Sherri Wastweet is a certified grant writer.


.
Does the City have an Engineer?  

Yes.  Tate Engineering, 1103 N. 4th St. Coeur d’Alene, ID  83814; Ph. 208-676-8708.  An updated estimate will be needed.

.
The environmental letter must originate at the City of Hauser level.

.
The grant application is due by 1/30/16.  A preliminary draft copy is to be sent sometime in December.  


.
Wastweet was not present for the first walk of the trail so asked that another one be scheduled.

.
The public hearing will be scheduled in January.


.
There is a 20% fund match requirement.  Is the City prepared for this?  The Recreational Trails Program 



requires the 20% match.  

.
Can “in kind” (labor of a group) be accepted?  



    Yes.  Records of hours must be kept.


.
Can children volunteer?




Yes.  Children can work but must be supervised and there is “no age” rules.


.
The grant application needs a complete public hearing fully advertised with ads, etc.  Wastweet would be 


present and make a power point presentation.

.
Is there a date of start?



No.  The funding isn’t typically available until July.


.
Is there a trail user fee?



No.

Three pages of the grant application are environmental and take longer than the rest of the grant process.


.
The grant-writing fee is $1,000.  Some of what is included in the fee was described including postage, 



printing, trips to Boise and copying.  She will try to keep the costs down as much as possible.

Is Council on board with this project?




Yes.

The history of the trail is needed.

D. Ray asked if informational signs at both ends can be included in this trail rebuild.  A public hearing 


can bring this and other questions or suggestions for this project, and yes, this would be highly favored.

Mayor Hatfield asked Council if they had read information from L. Griffith regarding her application



for appointment to the vacant City Council seat and entertained a motion to approve Ms. Griffith 


appointment to City Council.  Council member Beck moved to appoint Ms. Griffith to the vacant City 


Council seat.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Beck, aye; 


Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.  Ms. Griffith was then sworn in by City Clerk, Donna Ray,

Mayor Hatfield led the discussion on updating Dickinson Insurance policy review.


Pictures have been taken by Kiera Beck and forwarded to the City Clerk.  D. Ray went on to review the 

Dickinson email describing coverage.  Currently, the detached garage shows zero contents.  The Kubota 
and attachments are in that garage and purchase price was $26,000.  There is also fencing, lawnmower, 

and other equipment pieces, and power cords in that garage.  D. Ray suggested $30,000.  Then they have

two diesel trucks listed.  One truck was sold, and two trailers were sold.  We still have the 600-gallon fuel 


tank outside.  Discussion followed on selling the fuel tank.  Lindsay said he would look at it to see if it is 

saleable.  D. Ray asked what the price for the general would be.  Discussion followed.  We do have 

photos of it now, and it can go on Craig’s list.  Discussion followed.  Batteries are needed per Lindsay.


B. Ray suggested Kelly blue book or eBay research.  Research is definitely needed.  The AIC message 

System 
may be a resource to sell it.  More discussion followed.  Griffith said she would do the research

on this project.  Building replacement cost is listed at $70,000.   B. Ray doesn’t think that is not nearly 

enough in todays market.  Discussion followed.  This building needs to be increased to $150.000.  D. Ray

will contact Dickinson Insurance on update information.

Treasurer’s Report:  Ryan Miller

Main income this month is from building permits and State Liquor Fund.  Expenses:  Post Falls Hwy. District was paid for the work done this fall.  Fees to ICRMP Ins., Intuit, Assn. of Idaho Cities, and PAC annual dues were paid.  The rest is general expenses.  Last Fiscal Year report was completed.  There were no questions.  Council member B.
