Laurie Griffith, Special Projects

Ms. Griffith provided the reason for adding her name to the agenda.  She said at the time the 



Agenda was generated, the City Clerk did not know she had topics to cover.

Topic 1:  “The General” – 1967 Cargo Truck

There are a number of these trucks for sale around the country.  There is an Idaho dealer who has been looking for the vehicles.  Griffith opened the discussion to get a dollar amount that the City needs to sell the truck.  The range of price she has seen around the country ranges from $4,500 to $6,500.  The Myers Diamond Insert Spreader is listed for $3,799. They vary in price from $3,700 to $6,500.  The Myers Push Blade has been listed at $2,500 and another was on auction.  Discussion followed.  $13,000 was suggested.  Council member B. Ray moved to give council member Griffith authority to sell the General and implements starting at $13,000 with ability to negotiate.    Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Griffith, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried. 
.
Topic 2:  Griffith said she came into the office to assist the City Clerk in setting up the new printer/fax/copier/scanner, and also with issues the Clerk had with the system.  Griffith ran some tests and learned the system is only running at 5 megabytes per second, which is really slow.  She explained a good range is 55-60 megabytes per second.  Ms. Griffith called Time Warner and they sent a technician out and he replaced the modem.  Then, Griffith discussed the monthly plan held by the City and learned it is Roadrunner Advanced, but that plan limits the City to only 5 megabytes per second.  That plan is $70 a month limiting us to the low speed, which is one that cannot function effectively.  The City has the option of moving up to a more appropriate speed, and Ms. Griffith reviewed the prices.  Griffith asked Time Warner if they had government accounts but evidently government and business are under the same category.  She said she checked with Frontier and learned they have seven megabytes for $49.95, and she reviewed their other price and megabyte levels.  The Time Warner rep said they could not touch Frontier prices, but high speed internet is not available in Hauser.  Further discussion and descriptions followed, and further research by Frontier will be done.

ACI Review and Workshop:  October 2013, the first Pubic Hearing with Planning and Zoning 


on the Area of City Impact was held.  It included the Agreement, the boundary change, and Zoning
within the properties of the ACI.  In November there was a second public hearing, and in December, it was brought to City Council (all in 2013.)  It has taken the County this long to get it in front of their Planning and Zoning Commission.  The main issue for them is coming up with the zoning for the properties within the ACI.  Nothing was decided at this recent ACI Workshop and there was much discussion.  The ACI has to change because it doesn’t meet State and Federal Law.  Once it changes, the County will have jurisdiction on everything in our ACI.  They want to reduce our ACI boundaries.  The first draft they submitted was barely outside the City limits.  We negotiated at workshops with the County to enlarge our ACI more than what they suggested.  Espe used the map showing the existing ACI area, and the pink line which was finally agreed upon in 2013, and described more details of agreement, both past and adjusted.  Council asked many questions on what is possible, what is planned.  Processes were described by Espe, and Attorney Appleton also added comments and descriptions.

Annexation Fee Waiver Request:  
Ms. Sargent sent a letter requesting a fee waiver request to annex her property into the City.  The fee amount would be $1,000.  Council member Beck moved to approve the fee waiver request of $1,000.  Council member Griffith seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Griffith, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.
