Mayor Hatfield read the Abstract of Votes from the November 3, 2015 Election.  Kootenai County, Precinct 7, Hauser:  Bill Ray, 17 votes, one absentee ballot for a total of 18 votes. The “General” (1967 Kaiser M-3582 Truck):  An interested buyer was only interested in the truck, not the push blade or spreader, and suggested the price of $6,500.  Discussion followed.  Council consensus was to try to sell the implements first, then the truck.  Push blade $2,000 plus or minus $500; insert spreader minimum $3,200-3,800, plus or minus $500.  Council member Beck moved to approve the sale of the 1967 Kaiser M-3582 and the implements separately, selling the truck last, and giving Griffith negotiation leeway of $500 plus or minus.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Griffith, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

Association of Idaho Cities Workshop:  




Executive Session – The question of having Executive Session listed on each agenda “just in case” was discussed.  There was no definitive response.




Agenda:  Can Agenda’s be put on our web site?  The Clerk responded yes, and will try to set it up beginning with the January 2016 Agenda.





Ordinances:  Review Ordinances for Penalties, costs of infractions as opposed to misdemeanors, and review them for accurate State Law changes.  City laws are independent from County laws.  City Ordinances can be enforced in the City of Hauser.  County laws (Ordinances) can be enforced within the County outside of the City of Hauser limits, so basically unincorporated areas of the County, but not enforced within the city limits of Hauser.  Are those County deputies aware of the City of Hauser Ordinances?  City of Hauser Ordinances are codified through Sterling Codifiers and are on line under the Comprehensive Plan and Development Code according to Cindy Espe.  Much discussion ensued.  Espe will look through the codes to see if there are misdemeanor issues needing attending.  Attorney Appleton also described issues with prosecutions for the City.





Griffith said deputies would like the opportunity to meet City Council members and answer questions they may have, and be sure we are all on the same page.




Annexations:  What is the City going to offer to Annex?  Discussion followed.  Annex vacant land prior to development.




Time Warner Cable:  The City does have internet email accounts.  However, council member Griffith just received a list of emails that looked to be personal emails.  Please be aware:  If you have any item on a personal email that is connected to City business, those are now up for grabs for public information.  Example:  If we had a citizen come in and make a complaint that John Doe council person violated the law by A.B.C.D. and I know because he sent a text message and she sent an email about it.  That is all that it will take in order for all of your emails to be disclosed as public record and all of your text messages are public record, because you used that device or that email account for a public purpose.




Council member Beck asked Attorney Appleton to explain his view of the topic, including whether the City could pay for use of a personal phone for business use.  Appleton said that is not a good approach and does not recommend council members receiving any amount over the regular council stipend.  Further descriptions and situations were reviewed.
