December 9, 2015 – Regular Council Meeting, 6:30 p.m.

Council member Beck moved to approve the Regular Council Meeting Minutes of 12/9/15.  Council member B. Ray seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.
ELECTION PROCEDURES:  OATH – Bill Ray, Elected to Four-Year Term

City Clerk, Donna Ray swore Bill Ray into office as certified at the General Election, City of Hauser, Kootenai County, State of Idaho on third day of November, 2015.

Mayor Hatfield then entertained a motion to continue to retain B. Ray for the position of Hauser Council President.  Council member Beck moved to continue to have B. Ray as Council President.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC HEARING – PRESENTATION:  Waterford Trail, Proposed Grant Activities – Sherri Wastweet

Mayor Hatfield thanked all those in attendance of the meeting.
Hatfield said the City was in the process of working with Panhandle Area Council to get grant funds so we can complete the necessary changes to the Waterford Trail.  Mayor Hatfield introduced Sherri Wastweet from Panhandle Area Council (PAC), who will describe the status of the grant and what is needed for it.

Sherri Wastweet, Grant Programs Administrator with PAC, introduced Riley Keeting, as her Programs Specialist. The main reason for this meeting is a requirement of the Grant.  All Federal and State funded projects require that there is documented public acknowledgement and support.  Wastweet then distributed hard copies of a Power Point presentation to Council and the public.  
This grant is through the Recreational Trails Program (RTP) with Idaho Parks and Recreation.  The funds can be used for maintenance, and restoration.  The main thing we are doing is to restore the trail to full use.  It will be moved off of sections on private properties and on to the public right-of-way owned by the City of Hauser.  It involves four different sections of the trail, which includes nine parcels.  It will then go from pavement to boardwalk to pavement but then be fully accessible.   It will be graded up to those four sections so bicycles, wheel chairs, and foot traffic will be made fully accessible.  The cost of this program is almost $59,000 for construction and engineering.  
A map showing red sections was described as being owned by private property owners and where the trail has to be rerouted.  Upon completion, the trail will all be fully off of private property and all on public access and open for everyone.  Wastweet showed a Google map with areas circled that are going to be relocated.  
The budget:  Wastweet said they will be requesting $58,240. from RTP.  The funds will cover all construction, all engineering, erosion control, and will include Idaho Fish and Game and U.S. Fish and Wildlife, and the US Army Corp of Engineers, which has control of all bodies of water.  
The City match will need some work.  They will need $11,648.  That match can be donated labor, force account labor, which is City employees, and it can be monetary donations.  The City has already spent money towards 
survey work, etc. so that will go towards the match as well.  Any match promises must be in writing prior to the application being sent.  Deadline for the City receiving the written match promises is January 26, 2016.  It can be volunteered time or labor, etc.  Lion member W. Marks asked what kind of “labor?”  Wastweet responded:  Making signs (education on bird nesting times; designation of North End and South End of the Trail; all dogs must be leashed; types of fish in lake; moose info; historical signage), benches, bird houses, clearing trail sections, beautification of other sections of the trail, garbage cans, pet clean up bags dispensers/posts, donating number of hours of labor including snow plowing of the trail, for which the Federal prevailing wage rate ($26-28 an hour) would be used to asses value to that.  In-kind is for a three-year period.
Idaho Fish and Game and the US Fish and Wildlife will probably request that the project not be completed until migratory birds are gone, so that may mean some time in late Fall or early Winter, before pilings can be put in place.  The Boardwalks could be pre-built but pilings must be in first.  Wastweet said the boardwalks will be built out of composite material, which will weather longer.  Asphalt will be used for transition from trail to boardwalk (ADA accessible.)  This will be a pedestrian, wheelchair, pets okay trail, not for motorcycles, ATV’s or motorcycles.

Facebook page:  Violet Wachter said she would build a web page for the Trail.  The FOOT Program was also mentioned (Friends of Our Trails.)  A snapshot of that Facebook page can be added to the grant application.
Council member Beck moved to approve the Grant Writing proposal through Recreational Trails Program for Hauser’s Waterford Trail restoration as proposed by S. Wastweet.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

RC&D has disbanded and funds left over were disbursed among entities that were members.  The City of Hauser received a check in the amount of $3,545.81.  Mayor Hatfield recommended that amount be put in the Waterford Trail match fund.  Some discussion on changing the name of the now designated Sheltered Pines fund to Parks and Trails.  Council member B. Ray moved to approve the name change from Sheltered Pines Improvements to Parks and Trails and put the $3,545.81 from disbanded RC&D into the newly named account.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

Double J Dog Ranch:  The City received a letter to sponsor Double J Dog Ranch, LLC again this year.  Last year the City agreed to $500 for sponsorship of the Hauser Lake 10K Ice Breaker Run.  Discussion followed.  Council member Beck moved to approve silver level sponsorship of the 2016 Hauser Lake 10K Ice Breaker Run put on by Double J Dog Ranch, Inc.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

National Flood Insurance Program:  The City of Hauser has been a member of NFIP in the past.  Discussion followed.  Cindy Espe said she would finish the application process since land information is now available.  She said she is not the Flood Plain Administrator and has been acting on a temporary basis.  Espe said there is a lot of training for the position.  More discussion and explanations followed.

Miller said the bills this month were the regular ones, and there was nothing out of the ordinary.  Main income was the RC&D disposition check and a property tax check.  Council member B.
