Mayor:  Claire Hatfield

Hatfield said the Lakeland School District Town Hall meeting was held at Hauser City Hall on Thursday, February 25, 2016 at 2:00 p.m., regarding the School Levy.  The turn out was light out but it was short noticed.  

Treasurer’s Report:  Ryan Miller

Bills were light and normal this month.  Income was from Business licensing and building permits.  There were no questions.  Council member B. Ray moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report and Disbursements.  Council member Griffith seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Griffith, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.

1967 Kaiser Cargo Truck:  Appleton said council had received the paperwork for the sale of the 1967 Kaiser Cargo truck.  He said he faxed the documents to Mr. Crumb and heard from Mr. Crumb on March 5th.  Appleton asked if the Crumb group had been formed.  It had not so Mr. Crumb will be buying the truck and implements.  The documents were to be left with the City Clerk.  The documents are detailed according to Mr. Appleton.  Discussion followed on whether to issue two bills of sale or one.  He prefers to have one bill of sale.  B. Ray sited a spelling error on page one of the Agreement, and so noted by Mr. Appleton.  B. Ray also reminded to be sure the bottom of the Title was send in immediately to avoid possible liability issues.

Council member Beck moved to approve up to $250.00 for the Lion’s Club to clean up City Hall property of years of winter tree damage and to limb up the pines on City property at the corner of Hauser Lake Road and Hauser View.   Council member Griffith seconded the motion.  B. Ray asked where this money would come from.  Discussion followed.  D. Ray said there is a $1,000 Landscape Fund, which has been on the books for quite some time.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Griffith, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried. 
Code Administration/Enforcement & Hauser Rinse Station:  Cindy Espe
High Prairie Final Plat:  This plat has been to the Planning and Zoning Commission and they recommended approval of the High Prairie Final Plat, and it now comes before Hauser City Council for their approval.  From here, it goes to the County and then to the County Commissioners for their approvals.  All conditions of approval on the preliminary plat must be met.  L. Sims of the Water Board was present and said High Prairie had approached the Hauser Water Board for the possibility of accessing.  Decisions have not been made at this point.  Council member B. Ray moved to approve the High Prairie Final Plat as presented by Espe and asked where it was.  Espe gave directions and said it is in the Hauser Area of City Impact.  Espe also explained the process including reasons for the process.  Council member Griffith seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Griffith, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.

RC&D:  D. Ray said that in the process of RC&D disbanding, equipment including file cabinets, computers and miscellaneous furniture was to be sold.  The Clerk said she called Nina Eckberg to put in for the newer lap top computer to hopefully replace the old outdated one the City currently has, and file cabinets.  The file cabinets would be $15 each, and the laptop computer would be $150.  The computer has 2013 Outlook, and is a Microsoft 2011, 15 inch lap top.  A week or so later, she learned from Ms. Eckberg that since this is a 501-3C group, equipment cannot be sold but can be donated.   The City of Hauser has its name on those items and Ms. Eckberg said they would figure out when they could delivery the equipment to the City of Hauser.
