Mayor:  Claire Hatfield

Hatfield said that Rhonda Leonard has voiced interest in the vacant Council position and will check with the Election Board to be sure she can be on her Election post and Hauser Council as well.

Hauser Gun Club:  Appleton reviewed the general process of the appeal of the Hauser Gun Club and explained that it could be expensive to go to the Supreme Court.  He said an extensive record must be prepared and the Clerk numbers every paper in the file beginning with the 2012 inception date.  Appleton will then review the whole record and it then goes on to the appropriate Court.  There will be two respondents, the City of Hauser and Kootenai County, and the City has 28 days to file briefs and the County gets another 14 days to file a rebuttal.  Then the case is assigned to one of two courts, the Supreme Court or the Court of Appeals.  Then the Supreme Count comes here, but sometimes oral arguments are scheduled in Boise.  Council member Griffith asked a few questions to clarify her understanding, which were answered by Attorney Appleton.  Further information was given by Attorney Appleton.
