SPECIAL BUDGET MEETING #1:  May 11, 2016 - 5:30 p.m.
FY 2016-2017 Budget Meeting #1 was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Hatfield

ROLL CALL:  
B. Ray, Present; Griffith, Present; Beck, Present
Treasurer Ryan Miller began by calling attention to the page entitled “NOTE 11 – FUND BALANCE.”  He asked Council to look at bank account balances and allocations and said the Auditors have asked the City to come up with distinctions based on the Fund Balance classifications.  He said the only category could be Highway Funds being “Restricted.”  He also brought attention to possible Gun Club expenses and Waterford Trail Grant match expenses.  Council member Griffith reviewed what she learned at the AIC Spring Conference.
Council then went to line-by-line review on the Budget Worksheet FY 2016-2017.
General Fund:  Financial and Administration


Payroll Salaries:  No change


Extra Clerical:  Add $1,000 and delete $1,000 from P&Z Clerical Asst. leaving the total the same.
Griffith asked questions about the differences and segregations of City Clerical and P&Z hours.  Explanations followed by Treasurer Miller, Attorney Appleton, and Clerk D. Ray.

So the total will change to $29,040 from $28,040.
General Government:

Publications/Codifications:  Discussion and clarifications followed.  A new codification of an Ordinance would be in this category.  This will be revisited.

Training:  Griffith asked if training will be promoted for new council people.  D. Ray usually attends and more discussion followed.  Training was increased to $1,200.  Appleton agreed with additional training for new council members.

Sterling-Internet:  It will stay the same.


Attorney/Legal:  This is contract so that part will stay the same.  Extra legal fees cannot be determined at this time per Attorney Appleton.


ISP/Domain/Web Hosting:  Phone included in here for TW Cable.  Internet runs $83 a month.  Increase this to $1,000.

Software updates, upgrades:  R. Miller said we need a new version of Quick Books every three years, and every year the Payroll update is needed.  Up this category to $750.00


Phones:  This is the same.

Audit:  R. Miller will contact the auditors to see where we stand with them.

Water/Garbage/Power:  Miller asked about the CdA Garbage and Kootenai Solid Waste.  Why do we get both?  Check on this.  Keep the same at $2,400.

Supplies/Postage:  Leave the same at $800.  

Dues and Membership Fees:  Clerk notary is coming up in January.  RC&D dissolved.  AIC Clerk fees.  Leave at $700.


Copies and Printing:  Leave at $1,000.

ADJOURNMENT:  Council member Griffith moved to adjourn.  Council member B. Ray seconded the motion.   The meeting adjourned at 5:25 p.m.
