Regular Council Meeting of 3/12/14 
Council member Lindsay moved to approved the minutes of 3/12/14.  Council member Sitko seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.

Mayor Hatfield led a discussion on whether the City should have sand bags on hand for the community.  Mayor Hatfield said she would talk to Fire Chief Sims about this topic.

The Second Quarterly Report is complete and ready to be published.

Miller reviewed income and disbursements.

The deadline to notify the county clerk of the date, time and place of the City’s Budget hearing for fiscal year 2014-2015 is April 30, 2014.  Discussion followed.  August 13, 2014 is the regular Council Meeting at 6:30 p.m.  Miller said the notice has to be published twice in the Coeur d’Alene Press.  So, the date of August 13 will be sent to the county clerk.   The City Clerk will fax the information as requested.

Council member B. Ray moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report and Disbursements.  Council member Sitko seconded the motion.   Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.  
WILLIAM APPLETON, City Attorney

Appleton wanted to remind council that we are waiting for mediation to be scheduled for the lawsuit on the pathway to get a building permit.  A judge from Lewiston will be mediating but the date has not been set.

The appeal from the Joint Board is not clear so the Judge will be asked to clarify it.   Discussion followed.
COUNCIL MEMBERS:

BILL RAY, PUBLIC WORKS:  Streets and Roads

.
B. Ray reported he used the City street sweeper to clean up winter sand/gravel around the City and said a couple people weren’t super happy but for the most part they were waving their thanks “with all fingers.”  At the same time he evaluated where repairs may be needed.

B. Ray asked about getting an account at a local business(s) so repairs/flats/maintenance of the Kubota and City equipment could be made as needed.  He suggested Perfection Tire in Rathdrum.  He also suggested Napa Auto Parts for small items like grease.  Discussion followed.  Council member Lindsay moved to approve getting the paperwork started for accounts to be opened for maintenance on City equipment.  Beck seconded the motion.   Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Sitko, aye; Beck, aye; Lindsay, aye.  Motion carried.  Attorney Appleton said he would draft the Resolution defining the action.

DARIN SITKO, SPECIAL PROJECTS


.
Sitko said he got information regarding citizen concerns about the Bridging the Valley project.  Post Falls Highway district said engineering and design is in the works for a freeway type interchange at the intersection of Hwy. 53 and Pleasant View.  It is in the preliminary design stage, which will take another 18 months or so.  Once it is finalized, the issue of financing the project will be researched.  In the short term, turn lanes have been suggested and possible designs are in process.  Burlington Northern Santa Fe 

owns much of Hwy. 53 based on how it is located.  In an interchange situation, they would have to have their suggestions in the process as far as design engineering approval, much more than turn lanes, which wouldn’t impact them as much.

KIERA BECK:  PANHANLE AREA COUNCIL - RC&R LIAISON

Council member Beck said she attended the PAC/RC&D meeting on March 15, 2014.  Mission and Operation statements, executive director goals and objectives, facility status, staff changes and meeting use review topics were discussed.  They were not able to cover the financial updates, economic development strategy update or the 2013 Year End review.  That part of the meeting will be held on April 17, 2014.

ROD LINDSAY, CITY HALL BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS

Council member Lindsay suggested council members think about having the City Hall parking lot resurfaced.  There are several cracks needing attention before the next snow.

Lindsay also reported kids are removing the lids from the water and sprinkler system and throwing 

them around.  He has replaced them once but one of the lids is now missing.

A sensor on the corner of the building needs to be installed since the one in place is not working.
CINDY ESPE, Code Administration/Enforcement & Hauser Rinse Station

Espe reported there are many complaints coming in and she is working on them.

We are working on the website and are near completion.

Business Licensing:  Ray reported that when she started with the City, there were five businesses and now have 13.   She read the current list of businesses licensed in the City of Hauser:  Adele Motors, Allinol Truck Repair, CASS, Inc., Champion Concrete, Curley’s, Hauser Mini Storage, Hauser MMM, LLC, Inland Empire Paper, Justus Trading, Kirk’s Expresso, and tomorrow Dinki Di’s will be coming it with her license fees and the business name will change to Graceful Enterprises, LLC.  The restaurant name will remain Dinki Di’s.  

Council member B. Ray asked about businesses that were not listed above.  D. Ray responded that she did not know of any others and asked for information if he or someone else knows of any.  Espe responded that home occupations are different than general businesses and explained the difference.  There are some home occupations within the City limits.  

Council member Sitko asked about garage sales licensing.  Espe responded that there is a limit to the number of garage sales one person can have before it becomes a business.  Attorney Appleton said Idaho Law says you can have three garage sales and you do not have to collect sales tax, but it the number increases to four you must collect taxes from the first three as well.  Appleton also talked about clarifying Ordinances to include rental of personal property and clarifying whether selling things on Google would constitute the need for a business license.  Espe said that is something that can be clarified in the new development code, which is now in the process of being revised.  Enforcing such laws also needs to be addressed.

Business Cards:  D. Ray reported she picked up the new business cards.  The County was very easy to work with and D. Ray thanked B. Ray for the referral.

Time Warner Business Class:  D. Ray reported that one City email address was missed, so rather than spending another hour or more with someone “off shore”, Ray said she let K. Beck’s address stay with the City of Hauser address, hausercityhall@roadrunner.com.  Beck said she was okay with that.
NEW BUSINESS:

Ryan Miller:  Miller reported that the XP operating system for Windows is stopping support and that is what runs the laptop.  Miller said he would be doing some investigating on the situation.  The least expensive would be changing it to Windows 7.

D. Sitko asked about the location of the stop sign at Cliff House Road and Hauser Lake Road.  He said the sign sits way back from Hauser Lake Road making it impossible to see to the right unless you pull way past the actual sign.  B. Ray responded that the Idaho Code says stop at the stop sign, or the stop bar, or the closest point at the intersection where you can see safely, so motorists are okay in pulling ahead.
