REPORTS:  Mayor:  Claire Hatfield
APPOINTMENT:  Mayor Hatfield said she received a letter of intent from Darin Sitko for the empty council
seat and asked for a motion to approve the recommendation.  Council member B. Ray moved to approve the Mayoral recommendation to fill the seat of R. Lefebvre who resigned on December 1, 2013.  Council member Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Lindsay, aye; Beck, aye.  The City Clerk then swore 
Sitko in for the official appointment of Council member.
COUNCIL PRESIDENT RECOMMENDATION:  Mayor Hatfield asked for council approval of the Council President position.  Council member Lindsay moved to appoint Bill Ray as Council President.  Council member Beck seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Lindsay, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.

ASSIGNMENT REVIEW:  Mayor Hatfield asked if council members were okay with their assignments.   B. Ray is okay with Public Works:  Streets and Roads; Lindsay is okay with City Hall Buildings and Grounds; Beck accepted the assignment of PAC and RC&D which was held by Hatfield, and she will also review checks and balances each month.  Sitko accepted the assignment of Special Projects, which was held by Lefebvre until his resignation December 1, 2013.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  Ryan Miller

Quarterly and semi-annual payments have been received.   Revenue Sharing was $5,800; Highway Fund $1,500; 

and Property Tax approximately $8,000.  The rest is the “normal stuff.”  Lindsay moved to approve the

Appleton reported on the Hauser Gun Club situation.  He said there was a hearing on 2/11/14 with Judge Simpson, and said no decisions were made.  He continued by stating he will ask for Executive Session near the end of this meeting.

RODNEY LINDSAY, CITY HALL BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS

The sensor on the light on the flagpole will be replaced this week.

There has been trespassing on City property by people on snow mobiles and 4-wheelers that have traveled over rocks and into swale and around the property and there is damage to sprinkler head/s.  Discussion followed.  Snow mobiles are not licensed for the road and yet are on Main Street and cross Hauser Lake Road and onto City property.  Discussion followed on possible ways to discourage such activities.

The Chevy battery is dead and hydraulic fluid is needed.   B. Ray asked if liability issues have been discussed.  The City Clerk was asked to call ICRMP to see about coverage.  The battery and hydraulic fluid would be at least $200.

The Kubota’s battery accepted the charge and Lindsay said he would bring a compressor to air the tires.
BILL RAY, PUBLIC WORKS:  Streets and Roads

B. Ray said regarding the light at Hwy 53 and Hauser Lake Road, he learned the current pole  is not capable of holding a new light fixture.  Kootenai Electric is willing to help and might have the correct pole.  Kootenai Electric and the State cooperate with each other.

Regarding snow plow issues, Post Falls Highway District is handling the situation.
CINDY ESPE, Code Administration/Enforcement & Hauser Rinse Station

Espe said council has her monthly report and said she now puts fees received on appropriate entries on her reports.

Espe reported she has received several articles for the Newsletter and is waiting for one from Planning and Zoning.  She reviewed the list of submitted articles an asked if there was anything she could add to it since the deadline is at hand.  The FOOT program got no response so that program/idea may not be continued.  This could be a topic for the newsletter to learn how much interest is generated, and discussion followed on the Waterford Trail including the option of getting grant funds to fix it.

Petty Cash:  D. Ray reported she gave council members a year end Petty Cash report in January.   She then asked that the fund be refilled by $181.52 to bring the total back to $300.00.   Lindsay moved to bring Petty Cash up to $300.00.  Beck seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Lindsay, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.

Phones:  The phones in use now are quite old and the number one you must push very hard to engage.   D. Ray suggested getting a set of new phones for the City.  They shouldn’t cost over $100.  Council member Lindsay moved to approve getting new phones for the City not to exceed $100.00.  Beck seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Lindsay, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.

Business Cards:  The Clerk said she waited until the new council was on board before ordering business cards.  Council member B. Ray suggested contacting the County print shop at the Court House for ordering them.  Discussion followed on how Council wants to see the cards.  It was suggested by councilmembers to use the City phone number and use the assignment division email address for each as appropriate.

Larry Sims, Fire Chief, asked about the All Hazard Mitigation Plans representation.  Mayor Hatfield said Chief Sims will be the City of Hauser Representative.  Steve Hatfield will be the Damages Assessment Representative since he does this for the Red Cross.

B. Ray said he had positive feedback on the fire on Hauser Lake Road and said, ”Good job!” to Chief 


Sims.

Motion carried.  Council went into executive session at 7:10 p.m.

Mayor Hatfield asked for a recommendation for mediation representatives (Gun Club).  Discussion followed.    Council member Lindsay moved to appoint Mayor Hatfield and Cindy Espe as the City mediation representatives.  Council member Beck seconded the motion.   Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Lindsay, aye; Beck, aye.  Motion carried.  Espe will have to be notified.
