PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Olita Johnston said she read an article in the CdA Press on Burlington Northern RR and the debate about the number of train cars that will be coming by.  Right now she said they are considering getting 500 more oil tank cars, which hold 29,000 gallons of oil each.  She said, “We need to stand up and protect ourselves.”  Johnston described where much of the State monies have been distributed.  Council member Sitko was asked to contact someone on the Bridging the Valley Project to see where things currently stand with them.

Johnston also asked that someone check Woodland Beach Drive at “’Easy Street” right across from her place since mud/dirt/gravel comes across and into her driveway and plugs up her driveway drains.  B. Ray said he would check on it.

Johnston asked if the change was made to move the Sewer Fund to Capital Improvement Fund.  Miller responded that he has the request on his priority list.

Council member Ray explained best practice to handle the situation in her case.  Some discussion followed.  Mayor Hatfield said she would contact L. Sims, Hauser Fire, to get some bags at the City Hall in case this happens again.
