Councilmember Mallon moved to approve City Council Minutes of 3/13/13 with one correction noted.   Councilmember Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.

Mayor Johnston said she had received the attorney contract.  She recommended approval by councilmembers.  Councilmember Hatfield moved to approve the attorney contract.  Councilmember Mallon seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.

Appleton said he received a call from Pat Brandon, Prosecuting Attorney who works in the Civil Department.  Brandon’s message was that the Hauser “Gun Club is planning to instead following forward with the appeal, is going to file a declaratory action to have the arrangement for our enforcement of our Ordinances declared null and void.”  He said he has briefed councilmembers


on the problems with the AIC agreement.  He explained further details on the Gun Club issues and the ACI issues, and answered councilmember questions.

Treasurer’s Report:  Ryan Miller

Treasurer’s Report:   Miller reported there is nothing unusual in the report.  He didn’t have the bank accounts to review because the month just ended so statements just arrived.  Orbit.com is a once a year billing of $20.00 for the domain name.  He reported that the insurance fund is about one half of last year’s premium.  Ryan said he put an extra report (year-to-date) Budget versus Actual to show where some funds could be shifted for Clerk hours increase or other things.  Mayor Johnston said we will be starting our budget hearings in another two months.  Miller explained the budgeting schedule needs to be set before the end of April.  Much discussion followed.  It was decided to have the final budget hearing on August 14, 2013.    Councilmember Hatfield moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Councilmember Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.

Disbursements:  Councilmember Hatfield moved to pay the bills. Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.

Mayor Johnston asked if we need to set a date for the budget public hearing.  Discussion followed.  Hatfield said she thought having the hearing during the regular council meeting on August 14 was a good idea rather than having a second meeting in August.  Councilmember Hatfield moved to set the budget hearing date as August 14, 2013 at the regular council meeting at 6:00 p.m.  Councilmember Mallon seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.   Motion carried.

Mallon said he has called three people to get a bid for the irrigation system on City Hall property but has had no responses.

Mallon reported he called the Highway District for a schedule to get work done on Hauser View Drive and Woodland Beach Drive but has had no response.

Mallon asked if all the files for Waterford had been returned.  The City Clerk responded that the files have not yet been returned.  The City has received a copy of the Tort Claim which is almost final.  Some homeowner signatures are needed.  When they get all the homeowner signatures required, the City will receive a final completed copy of the Tort and files then will be returned.  Hatfield asked where the files are located now.  The Clerk responded that they are with the ICRMP attorney, Erbland, and the Mayor continued that the City attorney then sent an email that he was boxing up the files to send them to the ICRMP attorney.

Mayor Johnston said she had a neighbor who had a sprinkler system put in the front and the back and it only cost her $2,000.  Discussion followed including to wait so a community/senior citizens hall could be added on to City Hall.  More discussion followed.

Code Administration/Enforcement & Hauser Rinse Station:  Cindy Espe

Espe began by saying the Hauser Rinse Station report, Hauser Daze Report, and her report has been given to each councilmember.  Violet Wachter was present to report on Hauser Daze.

Hauser Lake Water Association:   Espe said councilmembers have a letter from the Water Association requesting a fee waiver for their building permit fees.  Espe said she gave councilmembers a document on potential City costs to process the Class II permit, and said there is no way of knowing all the costs involved until the project is complete.  Also, noted was a copy of the Minutes of 11/14/12 which discussed other possible fees.  Lefebvre said he wanted to be sure that if we (the City) waive the Permit Fee, we (the City) would not be waiving other possible fees.  Espe explained that the City pays fees to cover city costs including the Building Inspector, engineering, code administration, and clerk, mailings, etc.  The Mayor also explained that waiving fees then costs the City money.  Councilmember Hatfield moved to deny the fee waiver request from Hauser Lake Water Assn.   Councilmember Lindsay seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.

Espe addressed Wachter for Hauser Daze update.  Wachter said many of the same events will be included this year.  She is going to try to get the T-Shirts out earlier to presale them.  There will also be a car wash at the Hauser Fire Department to benefit the “Kid’s Coin Hunt” group.

Mayor Johnston asked Espe about the P&Z Member list.  Espe explained that Haney is the ACI representative so Hauser needs two City P&Z members.

When L. Simms was at the last meeting he mentioned saving money by installing a $30 programmable thermostat.  Ray reported that when she comes into the City the heaters are running, stay on too long, and seem to not be working properly, or wearing out.  Replacing it could possibly save the City money.  Discussion followed.   
PUBLIC HEARING:    Ordinance 177 Amending Title 7, Chapter 1 and 2 of the Hauser City Code
Mayor Johnston said councilmembers had just received the paperwork on the ordinance and had not had a chance to review the lengthy documents.  Espe explained the document and said the notice of the public hearing was in the paper on February 28.  Discussion followed.   Espe said to keep from re-noticing the hearing, it can be continued to the next regular council meeting.   Councilmember Hatfield moved to continue the public Hearing on Ordinance 177 to April 10, 2013 to have time to review the document.  Councilmember Mallon seconded the motion.  Roll call:  Mallon, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS:

An article for the web under Council Comments is still needed.  Hatfield said she would contact Lefebvre.

Clerk Hours:  Mallon said he brought it up last month that “we should consider bring back the four hours for the City Clerk.”   The Mayor said that “at our Special meeting held on Monday, we decided to hold off on everything until we got new rules and regulations set down.”  The Clerk asked about “new rules and regulations.”  Mayor Johnston said, “Yes, on personnel.”  Espe asked if that was like a job description.  Mayor Johnston said yes.

Mayor Johnston said, “Listed here is two meetings per month.”  Mallon said he is still a firm believer that we are in need of having … (Mayor Johnston said, “How did these get on here?”) …”a second meeting so we can discuss, like we did on the last meeting, time to discuss and hash out some of the activities that goes off in the city that we need to deal with.”  He continued with description of special meetings every year and “have been going on and on”, and then we close out the work meeting altogether.  Now we have a long list of things that we should, by all rights, be working on, and he then passed out a list of subjects to councilmembers, “that should be headlined by the City to take action, like at the last meeting (Monday).”  I feel that I want to make a motion that we reestablish that second monthly meeting of Hauser Council on the fourth Wednesday of each month at 6:30 p.m. starting in the month of April, 2013.”  He then cited “Idaho Opening Meeting Law, page 58, as well as Title 50-705, assign the task of an Ordinance publication immediately to the City Clerk.  I feel this meeting is really needed so that we can efficiently work as a team and maintain that meeting until we are like a well greased machine.”  
Espe asked if Mallon meant having one meeting for the Treasurer and council and then another meeting.  Mallon responded that it used to be called a work meeting.  Espe said, “Oh, we wouldn’t need to attend that meeting, just the first meeting?”  Mallon said in 1991 we established that and it worked real good.  He said “that since 2007 we have made a lot of topics in our discussions (I say ours as City Council) and they got lots of talking but they got very little action or incomplete action.”  Now, we have the same thing going on.  Hatfield responded that she can’t do Wednesday night, and I don’t know that Lefebvre can either since he has to know ahead of time.  Mallon responded saying “we are not getting all the fluid work done as we should as a legislative body.  Mayor Johnston said, “If the Council designates another meeting per month, that has to go in ordinance form, it goes to the codifiers, and this will cost the City money.  It has to be published, it goes to the codifiers who charge money.  Mayor Johnston said “she thought council got a lot of things done at the last workshop meeting and all we had to do was call it.  So whenever you want to have a meeting, just call it.  So, when you want a meeting you call the other three councilmembers and decide what meeting you want.  If we designate a particular day, we might end of without a quorum.  Lefebvre isn’t here to voice an opinion.”  Hatfield said she had no problem with the way we are doing it.  Any of us can call a meeting when we have a concern.  The City Clerk said that any meeting has to be posted, and there is supposed to be minutes.  Mayor Johnston it a special meeting only has to be out hanging on the door 24 hour prior to.  Mayor Johnston continued by saying we really don’t get anybody at the workshop and we like it that way, so if we decide we should do this, then we will decide at a regular meeting so everybody knows what is being done.  Mayor Johnston asked Lindsay if he had anything to say.  He said, “No, I kinda agree with you.  I think we would start loosing people if we get too many meetings.”  Mayor Johnston said, “Alright, the sooner we have another workshop meeting it will be good.  We all have projects that we were going to do and don’t have a next meeting, and you guys are supposed call each other to see if everybody can make so there is a quorum.  Mallon said “items on the list for a meeting is ready for whoever wants to call it.”

Brett Haney was asked by the Mayor if he had any comments.  Haney said he was wondering about the gun club, if there was any information on it.  Attorney Appleton responded.
