PUBLIC HEARING:
Proposed Amended Street Fund Budget for Fiscal Year

Mayor Johnston opened the Public Hearing at 6:32 p.m. and explained the reasons for amending the 
Street Fund Budget for Fiscal Year 2012.  Mayor Johnston asked if anyone wished to speak in favor, 
neutral, or opposed to this proposal.  No one responded.   The Public Hearing was closed at 6:34 p.m.  
B. Ray moved to dispense with the ID Code 50-902 requiring the title to be read on three different days

and one reading in full, and to read the title only once.  Councilmember Lindsay seconded the motion.  

Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.  Councilmember Hatfield read the
Title into the record.  The Mayor called for a motion to adopt Ordinance 180 – Amend Annual 
Appropriations.  Councilmember Lindsay moved to adopt Ordinance 180.  Councilmember Hatfield 
seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.

September 25, 2013 – Special Meeting, Planning and Zoning Authority

Mayor Johnston said she had talked to Attorney Appleton and Code Administrator Espe about the discussion of doing away with the decision-making authority of P&Z and changing it to a recommending authority.  She then addressed Espe to discuss/explain the current processes.  Espe stated the Hauser P&Z procedures and Idaho Code requirements.  Any amendment to the Hauser Comprehensive Plan and to the Development Code must go through public hearing process.  She said P&Z members, who are volunteers, do a lot of work and research on each case.  Espe asked why she was not asked to be at the meeting and said she could have answered many of their questions.  Attorney Appleton said he did not recommend Council to hear cases at onset since any appeal would then have to be handled by the court rather than the current process of going to City Council after the P&Z Order of Decision.  Much discussion followed and Espe answered questions from Council.  Attorney Appleton also spoke on processes of the Hauser P&Z and the Joint P&Z Commission.
Councilmember Lindsay moved to approve the minutes of 9/25/13.  Councilmember B. Ray seconded the motion.  Roll call:  B. Ray, aye; Lindsay, aye; Hatfield, aye.  Motion carried.

October 8, 2013 – Regular Council Meeting

Update on Gun Club - There are two active court proceedings:


Regarding the lawsuit to declare the ACI Agreement invalid, a status conference is set for 12/11/13 at 3:00 p.m. will determine the trial date. 


Regarding the Appeal of the Joint Board in which the Gun Club is seeking attorney fees, the Gun Club’s brief is due approximately 12/3/13.  Then Appleton said he has 28 days from 12/3/13 to prepare his brief.   He said attorney fees were not clearly requested at the onset.  Further comments were made.  Mayor Johnston asked if the City could get the minutes of the proceedings.  Appleton said you can and you can also attend the proceedings, and there is a fee for transcripts. Which can be quite expensive.  B. Ray asked if reimbursement of fees were requested in the initial appeal.  Appleton said the initial appeal included five issues, none of which mentioned attorneys fees.  Then there was a two-page addition, which hadn’t been seen earlier and had only one sentence about attorney fees.  “Awarding attorneys fees and administrative appeals has gone through a tortured history in Idaho.”  Further information was vocalized by Appleton.
Councilmembers:

 
Claire Hatfield, Panhandle Area Council – RC&D Liaison

Hatfield reported that the motion to dissolve RC&D has been rescinded.  

.
The Seedling Program has moved away from RC&D.  

.
Panhandle Area Council (PAC) will be housing RC&D, and Director Greg Cook will be managing RC&D for six months without charging fees.   
.
There are differences between PAC and RC&D.  Hatfield explained that RC&D is a 501-3C and PAC is 501-C4 so each carry different responsibilities and administrative things.
.
B. Ray asked if the lease for the building was resolved.  Hatfield said the landlord said they could pay through December and end the lease rather than paying through June 2014l at $480 a month.


Councilmember Lefebvre, Special Assignments

.
Mayor Johnston brought up the Waterford Trail Agreement and discussion followed.  The Trail is in the ACI (County) and further discussion followed on trail location, where it should end, etc.  The Mayor recommended ending the trail where the three property owners have not signed the agreement.


Rodney Lindsay, City Hall Buildings and Grounds

Cracks in the asphalt along the garage line and some in the lot need repair.  Weather must cooperate so topic will be revisited in spring.  


Bill Ray, Public Works:  Streets and Roads

B. Ray said he has contacted the same company as S. Simms and has measured the cracks in the City parking lot.  He also said it is too late in the year for repairs at this time.  He also explained why you wouldn’t want to do temporary repairs at this time.
Code Administration/Enforcement & Hauser Rinse Station:  Cindy Espe

.
Espe said most of her report had already been discussed, and she asked if there were any more questions.

.
Mayor Johnston asked if Lakeview Trailer Park at Cliff House Road and Hauser Lake Road is for sale.  Espe said C. Hammon is still interested.  

COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Mayor Johnston said at special meetings, the topic of combining the Sewer Fund and the Donation Fund and consolidating them to make a Capital Reserve Fund to build a Community/Senior Center.  
.
Mayor Johnston said she received a letter from Jay Nelson, Kootenai County Commissioner, wondering if the City of Hauser would be interested in taking over the Park and Dock area.  The Mayor suggested putting it on the agenda for February or March 2014 since there “is no hurry.”  Councilmember B. Ray asked if the County could put a spreadsheet together showing expenses and income.  Discussion followed.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

.
Larry Sims, Fire Chief, said the Office of Emergency Management will be sending the City a letter to reaffirm who would be the Emergency Response authority for the City of Hauser.  Several years ago the City said they would agree with the “Fire Chief” rather than a specific person’s name.  If someone is not named, it defaults to the Idaho State Police. 

.
Sims also mentioned the area of the outlet which crosses Cliff House Road near Hauser Lake Road will be redone.  Abutments will be moved and the 8 inch main may be changed to a 12 inch main sometime in the summer.  The water line may also have to be moved.  Discussion followed.
.
New reservoir is now full and is a backup for the next couple of months.

Councilmember Lindsay moved to adjourn.  Councilmember Hatfield seconded the motion.  The meeting ad adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
