There are some kids that are riding their bicycles into the swale at the side of the City 
garage and putting boards out there as well.   Lindsay said he has warned them twice now.  The use of signs placed out there was discussed.  Liability issues were mentioned as well.

Dry rot issues on the building were brought up by Mayor Johnston.  The issues will be taken care


of in the spring.

Bill Ray, Public Works:  B. Ray reported he been reviewing signage codes.  
Code Administration/Enforcement & Hauser Rinse Station:  Cindy Espe

There are several properties for sale and Southview Terrace is one of them.  There has been discussion of them wanting to build a club house, so a Class II permit will be needed.

There is also interest in the purchase of Lakeview Mobile homes.  The issue there is setbacks, and although it is grandfathered in, to change anything now would necessitate applying for a variance, and approvals from Pan Handle Health District.

Stimson Lumber is also for sale.

Matheus Lumber is in the process of making some changes.

Prairie Mini Storage is amending their Class II permit.

Mayor Johnston said Councilmember Lefebvre asked to have a copy of the agreement with Allinol at the last meeting.  He said there were cars “all over the place.”  Espe explained details and much discussion followed.

Mayor Johnston asked about horses next to the lake on Cliff House Road  The correct address has been received and a letter will be sent to the property owners.

B. Ray asked if there was internet availability on the proposed cell tower.  Espe said she would contact AT&T representative for an answer.
